which can be obtained by submitting a request along with a copy of a complete
transcript directly to the Bureau of Standards and Evaluation at the
Commission on Higher Education in Bangkok, Thailand (Contact the
Educational Service Division for more information)
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4.10 An Official Letter of Certification for their Bachelor’s Degree with their
University Council’s approval as well as a complete transcript with the
specified date of graduation. This can be sent directly to an email address:
applynida-w@nida.ac.th. Please specify in the email subject “Application
for Admission to Master of Arts Program in English Language Studies and
Teaching (International Program).”

Note: Applicants graduated from an institute outside Thailand must submit these
documents before the class start; otherwise, the application will be
considered incomplete and will be voided. The student status will be
automatically terminated, or subject to NIDA council’s discretion.

NIDA reserves the right to examine documents and eligibility of an applicant at
any time. If applicants are later found ineligible for admission after the
acceptance has been given, the announcement of acceptance shall be considered
null and void.

5. Selection Procedure

5.1 English written examination and Interview (in-person or online)
5.2 The committee will evaluate applicants based on the following criteria:
1) Perspectives, concepts, attitudes and visions relating to English language
studies and teaching
2) Educational background, work experience, and current job responsibilities
3) Ciritical and logical thinking
4) Personality
5) Opportunities for career advancement
5.3 Any decisions regarding the admission of students are subject to the discretion
of the selection committee

6. Criteria for English Proficiency Test (for applicants who have been admitted to
the program)

6.1 All M. A. students are required to pass the NIDA test of English for Academic

Purpose (NIDA TEAP) or submit TOEFL or IELTS scores before graduation.

6.2 Any test scores to be submitted must meet the following guidelines:

6.2.1 The NIDA TEAP score must be one year valid up to the submission
date. (Apply for NIDA TEAP at the Centre for Language and
Communication Development and Services, NIDA, Website:
http://Ic.nida.ac.th).

6.2.2 The TOEFL or IELTS scores must be two years valid up to the
submission date. If applicants submit their TOEFL/ITP scores, the
Institute will only consider the results of the test administered by NIDA.
